What will I be doing? 

You will learn to:

· Recognised kiln forming techniques within contemporary glass work

· Cut sheet glass

· Test Glass Compatibility and discuss its properties

· Combine metals, and other materials within your glass work

· Design Glass Jewellery and/or a glass window panel

· Create a firing schedule for glass working

What do I need to bring?

By the end of the session you will have produced either a fused glass panel, a selection of fused glass jewellery pieces, or glass window hangings. These will then be fired in the kiln to be collected at an agreed date after the course. You will have a wider understanding of fused glass techniques, be proficient in the cutting and the selection of glasses and other materials to include within your fused glass, and gain knowledge of firing schedules and there stages to produce fused glass.
