What will I be doing?

I will teach you how to design, cut and print a wood block using water colour and rice paste: the traditional Japanese method made famous in the Edo period. You will be working without a press and this marvellous technique is ideal for anyone wishing to print accurately aligned, full colour pictures at the kitchen table!
What will I achieve?

You will learn 

· How to design for woodblock

· How to transfer and align your work to the block and how to register the design for printing
· How to cut cleanly and accurately
· How to print with rice paste and watercolour
· You will go home with your block, prints and a factsheet detailing the equipment, the technique and a supplier list

Materials 

Sufficient materials for the day are provided and include all tools, paper and blocks  You are welcome to bring along your own watercolours though I do provide a basic box for sharing.
What do I need to bring?

· pencils
· ruler
· set square
· colour pencils
Refreshments

There is a coffee bar at the Arts Workshop selling hot and cold drinks, crisps, biscuits and sweets (but not sandwiches) which is open at lunchtime and at other times as requested by the workshop leader.  Food and drink are not allowed in workshop areas.

If you do not wish to bring a packed lunch, there is a supermarket in Great Linford Local Centre (10 minutes walk) or pub food is available in the village (5 minutes walk).

At the start of the session your workshop leader will instruct you regarding any specific safety issues and good practice in the workshop, the centre’s fire procedures and inform you of the location of toilets and other facilities.

Access

Artworks-mk is committed to developing an inclusive arts programme and facilities but has areas that are accessible only by stairs, namely the art room and silversmithing studio which are located on the first floor and accessed by stairs. The 3D room and ceramics area are at ground floor level.

There is allocated parking space for disabled badge holders and adapted toilets.
