Some experience of drawing is necessary.

What will I be doing?

This workshop aims to introduce an approach to drawing a successful portrait and achieving a likeness of your subject.

The morning session

Working with a life model, you will be introduced to a range of drawing techniques and methods of observation.

The afternoon session

Using a simplified version of the traditional grid system and a photo print out of a famous face, you will learn how to scale up and transpose visual information to create a convincing likeness of a recognised person.

What will I achieve?
By the end of the day, you will have a sound knowledge of how to approach a portrait using both a live model and a photograph combined with the solid drawing skills that are vital to the success of a portrait.

Materials 

Sufficient materials for the day are provided and include paper, charcoal, graphite and use of the necessary equipment such as easels and drawing boards.

What do I need to bring?
Before the day of the workshop, it might be useful to browse the internet, books and galleries to view the portraits of a range of artists.  In addition, it may also be useful to consider the purpose of portraiture in a historical and modern context and how the painted/drawn portrait differs from photography.

Refreshments

We have the Barn Café at the Arts Workshop selling hot and cold drinks and snacks, which is open at lunchtime and at other times as requested by the workshop leader.  Food and drink are not allowed in workshop areas.

Health and Safety

At the start of the session your workshop leader will instruct you regarding any specific safety issues and good practice in the workshop, the centre’s fire procedures and inform you of the location of toilets and other facilities.
