What will I be doing?

Drawing and painting a life model, in a relaxed, friendly and informal environment.

Each individual works at their own pace, with as much one to one guidance as they need.

Areas covered - basic looking skills  

- different materials

- line and edge

- mark-making 

- shape and space

- light and shadow

- colour

Every other week we will have a different model, this gives the class the opportunity to use the first week to prepare for a two hour pose the following week. 

The poses are often chosen by the class 

I encourage people to experiment and explore different ways doing things

What will I achieve?

Confidence in drawing a life model and the opportunity to practice your drawing skills and to try out something different.
Materials 

Be prepared to buy A2 or A1 drawing pad and/or sheets of paper, selection of good quality pencils, compressed charcoal grey set, willow charcoal, masking tape, putty rubber.

Further information regarding materials will be available at the first session.

What do I need to bring?
Bring whatever drawing materials you have, i provide some if needed.

Please collect any bits of packing paper, lining paper and even wrapping paper all these can be used to draw on for the quick warm-up poses.

Refreshments

We have the Barn Café at the Arts Workshop selling hot and cold drinks and snacks, which is open at lunchtime and at other times as requested by the workshop leader.  Food and drink are not allowed in workshop areas.

Health and Safety

At the start of the session your workshop leader will instruct you regarding any specific safety issues and good practice in the workshop, the centre’s fire procedures and inform you of the location of toilets and other facilities.
