The course is designed for everyone interested in watercolour painting, who has a basic knowledge of drawing and painting and would like the opportunity to widen their knowledge and paint a variety of subjects in a friendly and encouraging environment.

What will I be doing?

The techniques of watercolour painting using a variety of subjects.  

· How to mix exciting colours both in the palette and on the paper

· Creating quick 10 minute painting sketches as a 'warm up'

· Using a wide range of tonal values

· Using colours effectively 

· Using different methods of applying paint - wet on wet, wet on dry, dry brush, etc

· Creating textures using salt, cling film and paints which granulate 

· How to create interesting and successful backgrounds
What will I achieve?

The course will consist of five 2-week projects.  This allows time at the beginning of each project for creating 10 minute painting sketches.  These act as a warm up and help enormously in working out composition and colours to be used in the main painting.

Tutor demonstration at start of each session followed by one-to-one guidance and demonstrations throughout session

Discussions and advice on work in progress, how to resolve problems

Looking at other artists' work where appropriate

By being part of a friendly and encouraging group

What do I need to bring?
· Any B range pencils, but preferably 2B or 3B

· Sketchbook and odd pieces of watercolour paper

· Watercolour paper – either in a block, or a sheet fixed to a board – plywood or thin MDF board is best

· Watercolour paints and brushes

· Kitchen roll, containers for water, a towel

· Large deep palettes – or white saucers or plates

Refreshments

We have the Barn Café at the Arts Workshop selling hot and cold drinks and snacks, which is open at lunchtime and at other times as requested by the workshop leader.  Food and drink are not allowed in workshop areas.

Health and Safety

At the start of the session your workshop leader will instruct you regarding any specific safety issues and good practice in the workshop, the centre’s fire procedures and inform you of the location of toilets and other facilities.
